1.  S ubmit a current res ume.  Include extracurricular activities  both thos e in 
s chool and in the community.  Note any s pecial honors  received and off ices  
held.    
2 . S ubmit an es s ay bas ed on how a teacher has  inf luenced you to purs ue your 
future plans  and why you feel you are des erving of  this  s cholars hip.  
3 .  S ubmit an acceptance letter f rom the college you plan to attend. 
4 . R eturn the 3  items  above to M rs . C ooley by M ay 7, 20 21.

	● Qualifications
	In order to be eligible, an applicant must:  Be a graduating senior from Jim Ned High School and must plan to attend a college or university to pursue a degree.
	● Students who wish to apply must                                                        1.  Submit a current resume.  Include extracurricular activities both those in school and in the community.  Note any special honors received and offices held.
	2. Submit an essay based on how a teacher has influenced you to pursue your future plans and why you feel you are deserving of this scholarship.
	3.  Submit an acceptance letter from the college you plan to attend.
	4. Return the 3 items above to Mrs. Cooley by May 7, 2021.
	● Selection Procedure
	Final selection will be made by an appointed committee of educators based on your resume and essay.  These should be neat and free of grammatical errors.
